1.  Clearly establish when it is that you are available for questions/open door 
time. The most effective way is to post a schedule on your door. Add in time 
slots throughout the day to make yourself available so people won’t have to 
guess whether or not it’s a good time to speak with you.

2. Close your door while you are working on critical tasks, this pretty much 

sends a clear message. 

3. When you run into a co-worker in the hallway who has a question, 
politely let them know how much time you have available. You can say, ―I 
have ten minutes, will that be enough time to talk about this?‖ This lets them 
know it’s not a good time to launch into a conversation about what they did 
over the weekend. It also shows respect that you want to have enough time to 
answer their question. If ten minutes isn’t enough, together you can decide on 

a better time.

Mandatory Boater Education Classes 

In 2005, new legislation requiring boat operators to take a boater safety education course in order to operate a 

boat in Washington State was signed into law by Washington Governor Christine Gregoire. The law will have a 

phased-in period for compliance. As of January 1st, 2010, all boaters 30 years of age or younger are required to 

have their Boater Education Card with them while they operate a boat. 

Operators without a Boater Education Card may operate a boat provided they are under the supervision of an 

adult with a Boater Education Card. Purchasers of new and used boats may operate their boats immediately and 

have 60 days after their purchase to obtain a Boater Education Card, so long as they are carrying the Bill of Sale 

or vessel registration document. Boater Education Cards issued by other states will be recognized in Washington 

and the Washington Boater Education Card will be recognized in other states and Canada. 

The Lake Stevens Police Department Boating Safety Officers will be teaching the Adventures in Boating course 

several times prior to the opening of 2010 Boating Season in Washington State. This class fulfills all of the 

requirements needed to obtain a Boater Education Card. The cost of the class is $15, which includes the 

Adventures in Boating book and testing materials. The participant is required to pass the written test and then 

pay the $10 Washington State fee for the Boater Education Card. The classes will be held on the following 

Saturdays: March 20th, April 17th, May 15th, June 19th, and July 17th. The class times will be 8:00 a.m. – 5:00 

p.m. The location of the classes will be at the Lake Stevens Educational Service Center (12309 22nd St NE, 

Lake Stevens).

9537 to reserve your spot. The class size is limited to 30 participants, so sign up early.

According to a 2008 Household Food Security survey made by the United States Department of Agriculture an 

estimated 16.7 million children live in households that struggle to put food on their table. Studies show that 

HUNGER impairs children’s health, causes health-related school absences, predisposes children to behavioral

difficulties and impedes children’s ability to learn and perform academically. Every day across America 

teachers and school staff see these unfortunate effects of childhood hunger. 

In 2008, 18.5 million low-income children received free or reduced-price meals through the National School 

Lunch Program. The Backpack Program concept was developed in an Arkansas Rice Depot after a school nurse 

asked for help because hungry students were coming to her with stomach pains and dizziness. A local food bank 
began to provide the school children with groceries in non-descript backpacks to carry home for the weekend. 

The Backpack Program is designed to assist the needs of hungry children on weekends and holidays when other 

resources are not available. This year Glenwood Elementary is piloting an ASB/PTA Sponsored Backpack 

Program called Li’l Hungry Hearts. The program will be run by volunteers (students and adults) and supported 

by donations and sponsorships from our community. This program provides staff/parent referred Glenwood 

school children who also qualify for the free or reduced-priced school lunches with an opportunity to receive 
food items (easy to prepare, nutritious, and kid-friendly) to fill their backpack with each Friday for the weekend 

and holidays. The program will operate throughout the school-year or until we are notified that the child no 

longer requires assistance. Our goal is to make sure that ―No Child is Left Hungry‖ by ―Taking a Bite out of 

Childhood Hunger!‖   

We cannot start the Li’l Hungry Hearts Program alone! ~ We need your help! ~ We are looking for local 

businesses who would like to be a sponsor or make a donation to Li’l Hungry Hearts to help supply food for this 

much needed program.
