Politics play no role in Everett Chamber's legislative scorecard

EVERETT — Political party affiliation doesn't count for much, judging by the 

Everett Area Chamber of Commerce's scorecard of the completed 2010 

session of the Legislature. 

That's how it should be, said Louise Stanton-Masten, chamber president and 

CEO. Everett plus the South Snohomish County, Monroe and Arlington-

Smokey Point chambers of commerce make up the Joint Government Affairs 

Committee that issues the annual scorecard. She said JGAC members have 

cultivated a strong working relationship with the county's representatives in 

Olympia, regardless of party. 

―It's very much not a partisan scorecard,‖ Stanton-Masten said. ―We very 

much appreciate the work they do. It was a tough session‖ this year.

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Consider the scores. Even the two lowest-scoring state lawmakers, Rep. Mark Ericks and Sen. Rosemary 

McAuliffe, both Bothell-area Democrats, cast 67 percent of their votes in favor of legislation JGAC supported. 

Rep. Mike Sells, an Everett Democrat who's also the secretary-treasurer of the Snohomish County Labor 

Council, voted 80 percent in favor of JGAC bills, tying with fellow Democrat Maralyn Chase of Shoreline and 

Republicans Dan Kristiansen of Snohomish, Barbara Bailey of Oak Harbor, Norma Smith of Coupeville and 

Kirk Pearson of Monroe.  

Topping the 2010 scorecard is state Sen. Steve Hobbs, a Lake Stevens Democrat who voted for JGAC bills 92 

percent of the time. Sen. Val Stevens, R-Arlington, followed Hobbs with a score of 89 percent. 

Stanton-Masten said lawmakers take the score seriously. Several years ago, she said, one asked, ―How do I get a 

better score?‖ Once the process was explained, the lawmaker's score rose the next year. 

Patrick Pierce, government affairs analyst for the Everett chamber, said the scorecard is weighted, granting three 

points for a floor vote in favor of JGAC positions, two points for sponsorship of a favorable bill, zero points for 

a floor vote opposing JGAC positions, and minus two points for sponsorship of unfavorable bills. 

Sells and Chase each scored 10 points for sponsoring supported bills and lost two points for sponsoring 

opposed bills. 

Todd Morrow, government affairs analyst with Community Transit and JGAC chairman, said the committee is 

already looking to 2011 to plan legislative priorities for the next session of the Legislature. 

―We want to get a feel for what's coming down the pike,‖ he said. 

The committee met with state lawmakers and other local elected officials at an annual reception in Mukilteo on 

June 10. Committee members will now focus on key areas and adopt a strategy in the fall, Morrow said. 

―Legislators do value our input,‖ Morrow said. 

―We're fortunate to have the legislators we do have in the county,‖ Stanton-Masten said. 

Once the next session starts, Pierce will track the progress of bills the committee supports or opposes and issue 

daily e-mail alerts. 

Education and manufacturing issues were both big for lawmakers and chambers of commerce in 2010, Stanton-

Masten said.  

With the state's economy continuing to struggle and sales tax revenues still falling short of demands for services, 

it's hard to say today what the committee's priorities will be for 2011 beyond a focus on business issues that help 

the broader economy. Current state revenue estimates show a shortfall of $2 billion or more awaiting lawmakers 

next year. 

Morrow said the federal government recognizes the need for continued economic stimulus efforts as the 

recession lingers. 

Another wild card is Initiative 1098. If the measure to impose an income tax on the state's highest wage earners 

and reduce the business & occupation tax gets enough signatures to qualify for the fall ballot, Pierce said the 

committee will study the issue and make a recommendation for local chamber boards to consider if I-1098 

makes the ballot. 

Meanwhile, transportation might figure into the priorities for 2011. Morrow said the Snohomish County 

Committee for Improved Transportation is evaluating projects now, but likely will push for improvements to 

U.S. 2 and the Highway 9 corridor and creation of a state funding mechanism for public transit that doesn't 

exist now.

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Washington is one of a handful of states that doesn't provide funding to transit agencies. It's an issue that's 

important to Community Transit, Morrow said, which canceled Sunday and holiday service effective June 13 

because of the drop in sales-tax revenue that funds the majority of the agency's operations.
