SUMMER ENDS ~ It‘s been a great summer of reading and special programs at your Lake Stevens library.  

The summer reading program drew to a close with a capacity filled Community Center as the children were 

entertained and awarded reading certificates and a book of their choice. 

Donations of gently read books and volunteer help at Aquafest brought in a large portion of the funds used for 

the books and entertainment at this event. We raised $2,437 during the three-days of Aquafest in July.  

Additional funds are generated through our on-going book sale as well as the sale of book bags, calendars and 

note pads. 

RECORD ATTENDANCE ~ According to head librarian Chy Ross, our local library recorded an all-time high 

for facility usage in the month of August.   

BOOK LOVER’S CALENDAR FOR 2010 NOW AVAILABLE ~ It‘s not too early to start your holiday 

shopping.  Here‘s a great idea for book-lovers. The 2010 calendar has 365 days of information about authors, 

books, and good reading and is only $6.00. We also have canvas book bags (think green!), scenic post cards of 

Lake Stevens, and memo pads.

MOST BORROWED BOOKS ~ Finger Lickin‘ Fifteen by Janet Evanovich was top of the list for most 

requested book year-to-date. If you are looking for a new ―favorite author‖, you might check out a book by 

Stephenie Meyer, James Patterson, or Judith Jance – all near the top of the list.  

LIBRARY LEVY ELECTION ~ Residents of Sno-Isle Libraries District will be asked to consider a measure 

on the November 3rd ballot that would increase the levy that funds the daily operations of libraries throughout 

Snohomish and Island Counties. This modest increase (9 cents per $1,000 of assessed property value, or $27 for 

a $300,000 home) will be combined with budget cuts to address a $2.5 million shortfall in the 2010 budget. 

Should the levy pass, current library services will be maintained and funding stabilized for 5 years. If it fails, 

spending will have to be reduced by the full 2.5 million and library hours will be reduced. Be informed and then 

be sure to vote.
